Where do we go from here?

From a Soil Science Perspective — this is OK for ES and
CRM

However, the other components will have a weaker Soil
Science component than before the merger, where all
Environmental Students were required to take a solls
class.

However we have 94 students taking more than one
solls class and the potential for 138 to take at least one
solls class

and before we had 80 students taking more than one
solls class.
